The buildings are of steel frame construction, with a glazed curtain walling system to
the external elevations. The ground floors are predomintely restaurant and retail
accommodation and have been finished to a shell and core specification. The offices
above were fitted out with suspended ceilings, raised access floors with carpet finish,
stud partitions and male, female and disabled toilet facilities to each floor.

Services to the office include fan coil air conditioning, fire alarms, emergency lighting,
hot and cold water services and three passenger lifts serving all floors.
